I can use the bathroom at the 

end of the corridor on the 

right.

There is an accessible 

bathroom also.



I can take a water bottle 

into the theatre. 

I can not take food.

A staff member will check 

my ticket.

The Drama Theatre entry is 

at the end of the Foyer.

It is on the right.

There is a café where I can

buy food and drink. 

I can use a credit or debit 

card. I can not use cash.

The theatre will become 

darker when the show 

starts.

I can wear headphones.
